Use this template to plan layout and details of your album artwork.  Remember that you need to have a combination of words and graphics.  There needs to be a connection between the two.  Around the edge, write notes to remind you of things such as suitable fonts, track lists, continuity of artwork (ie how it continued from front to back.)  You should refer to real examples of CD album covers to see how this can be done.  This template is not quite 100% size.
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PLANNING  YOUR  CD COVER: 
IDEAS FOR YOUR ALBUM ARTWORK

Don’t just start drawing.  Your CD cover must make sense.  There must be a connection with your songs.  You also need to appeal to your target audience (teens/ sdults) – CD covers act like a sort of advertising.
· Identify key images in song lyrics

· Collage of significant images in song lyrics

· An image that shows what your songs have in common (eg symbols of love, symbols of conflict, symbols of national identity i.e. Farming)
· A compilation of bands/artists on the CD
· A collage of images associated with the music genres on the CD (eg rock, country, metal, blues)
· Something different: eg a mock newspaper front page, a menu, a map with track list as place names, architectural plans
· Above all else, make it look like a real CD cover.
